This course examines fiction, poems, essays, and drama written by British women writers. We will explore what it means to be British, a woman, and a writer, categories that are historical, social, political, and complex. Texts will include a selection of novels, poems, plays, and essays from authors including Aphra Behn, Jane Austen, Charlotte Brontë, Virginia Woolf, and many others. You will practice the critical reading of texts, analyzing and interpreting literature within its historical context, and explore how literature reflects and effects social, political, and economic forces. You will learn to read and analyze literature and secondary critical essays, organize and compose a research paper, and practice oral communication skills through class discussion and presentations.
